In Mathematics: Numbers we will be solving 

practical problems of doubling, halving and 

sharing, counting in 2s and 10s, and thinking 

about the concept of equivalency.                     

In Mathematics: Numerical Patterns  we will be 

starting to tell the time in whole hours, 

sequencing events, and applying our 

knowledge of shape and size to building castles 

and bridges on a large and  small  scale.

In RE we will be following the 

Discovery RE programme, using 

fables and stories from different 

cultures to learn some moral life 

messages.
