Content 
Declarative 
Knowledge ‘I know’ 

*know the name of the world's seven 
continents 
*know that a continent is a group of 
countries 
*know that Charvil is in the continent of 
Europe 
*know that an ocean is a large body of water 
*know the name of five of the world's oceans 
 

*know that life elsewhere in the world has 
some similarities and some differences to 
ours 
*know the four seasons in the UK 
*describe how the weather changes with 
each season in the UK 
*know that different parts of the world and 
UK often experience different weather 
conditions and these are caused by the 
location of the place 
*know that weather refers to the conditions 
outside at a particular time 
*know that the Equator is an imaginary line 
around the middle of the Earth 
*know that because is the widest part of the 
Earth, the equator is much closer to the sun 
than the North and South poles 
*Know that the North and South poles are 
the most northern and southern points of the 
Earth 
*know that weather conditions can be 
measured and recorded 

*understand the appeal of different locations 
due to their climate, physical or human 
features 
*know that human features change over time

*use a world map and globe to locate the 
world’s five oceans 
* show on a map which continent and 
country Charvil is in 
*show on a map the oceans nearest Europe 
(Charvil) 
* use an atlas to locate the UK 

*describe the daily weather patterns in their 
locality 
*describe what physical features may occur in 
a hot place in comparison to a cold place 
*collect data from locations in each 
continent, each day over the course of the 
term, about the daily weather and 
temperature 
*locate the Equator, North and South Poles 
on a world map 
*locate places studied for temperature and 
weather information on the world map in 
relation to the equator using North and South 

*use photographs, maps etc. to identify 
places of interest due to their physical and 
human features 
*name the key human and physical features 
beside the River Thames in London/River Nile 
in Cairousing basic geographical vocabulary 
(sea, river, vegetation, soil, weather) 
*name the key physical and human features 
of a coastline (Weymouth) using basic 
geographical vocabulary (beach, cliff, coast, 
sea, season, weather, harbour) 
*name the key physical and human features 
of Yosemite National Park in California 
*describe the differences between a city, 
town and village
